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2.BACKGROUND AND CONTEXT

Save the Children is the leading global independent organization for children. Save the Children
believes every child deserves a future. Around the world, we work every day to give children a
healthy start in life, the opportunity to learn and protect from harm. When crisis strikes, and
children are most vulnerable, we are always among the first to respond and the last to leave. We
ensure children’s unique needs are met and their voices are heard. We deliver lasting results for
millions of children, including those hardest to reach.

With support from Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan (JMOFA), Save the Children International
in Vietnam (SCI Vietnam) will be in partnership with Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development (DARD), Department of Health (DOH), to implement a project in 5 communes
including Pac Nga, Xim Vang, and Ta Xua communes in Bac Yen area and Pung Banh and Sop Cop
communes in Sop Cop area. It aims at improving the livelihoods of ethnic minorities through
gender-sensitive agricultural production, food security, and improved maternal and child
nutrition in Son La Province

3. OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF STUDY

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4. STUDY METHODOLOGY

4.1  Study Design
The study is expected to employ a mixed-methods approach, combining qualitative and
quantitative techniques, and utilize random sampling to ensure consistency with the baseline
design.

4.2  Sampling
The quantitative sample size for the endline should align with the baseline to allow for
comparability, including:

o 422 mother-child pairs (from 422 households) and 130 pregnant women to assess the
nutritional status of children under two years of age, as well as knowledge and care
practices related to pregnancy, breastfeeding, childcare, and feeding.

e 204 households with children under two years of age to evaluate livelihood and agricultural
activities

4.3  Data Sources and Data Collection Methods / Tools

All primary data collected during the survey must be disaggregated by age, gender, married
status, ethnicity, location, and disability status. Save the Children will provide some tools that
are required by donor (JMOFA) and member (SCJ).

The consultation team will develop tools for qualitative and quantitative study and additional
tools (based on baseline tools). Save the Children will coordinate with local partners to find and
provide enumerators to assist with primary data collection. A range of project documentation
will be made available to the study team that provides information about the design,
implementation and operation of the project. Documents include Log-frame, MEAL framework,
project proposal, project annual reports and assessments.
